All material is copyright of the Society for the Promotion of Roman Studies or reproduced with permission of other copyright holders. Permission to reproduce the material in any way other than as detailed below must be sought from the Society for the Promotion of Roman Studies.

Authors’ names and copyright notices must not be removed from the content in any way.

Authorized users of the institution (staff, students and visitors) may access, download, display and make a single copy of individual articles for scholarly research, educational or private use. 

The downloading and copying of an entire issue of a journal is not permitted. 

Systematic downloading or copying of multiple extracts for distribution to unauthorized users is not permitted. Articles or extensive extracts are not to be reproduced in bulk for course packs without permission.

No part of a journal may be placed on an unrestricted database or website.

Reproduction or use of any part of the journals for commercial purposes is prohibited.

InterLibrary Loan
A single printed copy of an article (not multiple articles) may be supplied (by post or fax) to another Library within the same country in order that a single paper copy may be provided to an authorized user of the said Library for the purpose of research or private study, but not for commercial use.
