With the bursary given to me by the Roman Research Trust, I was able to attend a week at this year’s dig in Caerleon, Wales, with the University of Cardiff. I spent the week working both in the trenches at the site, as well as with the small finds that were recovered and needed to be cleaned before being sent to the museum.

I found the experience to be very useful to me as while studying archaeology at A level, it was the first time I had actually been on an archaeological dig and had the chance to put what I had learned in class to use. During the week I had the chance to use some of the tools and methods used during excavation, as well as taking levels and photographs and learning how to fill out context sheets. My favourite part of the week was getting the chance to clean and look at some of the different finds that were discovered in the various trenches.

I found the experience very useful as it gives me an idea of just what I might want to study at university as well as giving me a more practical knowledge of archaeology to complement my work in class. 
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
